VVIND SURFING 

Wind surfing was invented in 1962 by a n'1val engineer 
backed by businessman, Hoylo Schweiter, and was designed 
to combine sa iling and surfing in a form thet was easy 
to transport, rig up and m0st of all, cheap s a iling for 
the masses. 

Without being technical, a w:i,ndsurfer is am oversized 
surfboard with a mast boom sail arrangement (ca lled the 
rig) a ttachei to it by a universal joint. It has no rud­
der. However it can be steered by tilting the rig to the 
front or rea r of the board. 

As the wind picks up the board goes f a ster a nd begins 
to lift on to the surface of the wator. It boc,Jmos like 
a wat or ski, and can bo steered by ba nking the board -
instead of movine": the sail. · 

I started to windsurf about two and a half years a go. 
We wont to the nea rest windaurfing shop a nd bought the 
cheapest boarii we could find, f or about £200, and then 
got straight down to the nearest lake.

Am so 
should you, if you want t r) try this sportt .Anyway, after 
many hours of waterlogged sinuses, we could stay afloat & 
upright. 

At this point we moved down tQ Glouceste:v and found 
to our horror (mainly mine, as nobocly else was all that 
keen) that the nearest lakes were over twenty miles 
away, were :impossible to drown in (not deep enough) and 
had about one sailor to every square yard. But soon oaths 
never to sail on that pathetic puddle were withdrawn as 
addiction· drove me ba ck to the water. :with the onset of 
winter my enthusiasm dam:pened, a:nd fin':l.lly froze.
