Miles' tough trumpet sound was strange yet 
fascinating. The music is extremely dense anl.l 
complex, with musicians entering and leaving the 
music at various intervals. One can get lost in 
the labyrinthine musical explorations and 
bewildering array of techniques evident on the 
recording, but getting lost in this context 
means finding any number of new musical 
experiences and surpr~ses. It has been said that 
twenty-five years ago Miles was thirty years 
ahead of where we arc now, and one would find it 
ha r d to d i s a g r cc wh i I e I i s t c n i n g to ' B i t c he s 
llrcw' 

I n t h c c a r I y t 0 Ill i d - s c V e n t i e s . M i I e s d e V c I (\red 
his music at an incredibly fast rail' . The 1{11ck 

critic Simon Rcynolds has described Miles' out 
put during this period as "freakrock"; you could 
not really cal I it anything else . Miles left his 
orthodox (if you could call anything Miles ever 
did orthodox!), classical jazz roots firmly 
behind him and dived into the world of rock and 
rhythmic experimentation. 'Live eviL', 'On the 
Corner' the wonderful 'Jack Johnson' (with John 
McLaughlin on tremendous form) and 'Dark Magus' 
all displayed different aspects of Mi lcs' devel­
opment. What also seemed to characterise this 
period of Miles' music was its dark, introspect­
ive and aggressive qualities. Young. black 
America was suffering in the early seventies and 
Miles, particularly in 'On the Corner' showed 
the latent anger and aggression which was 
p r e s e n t on t h e s t r c e t • T h e mu. s i c, . ) s i n c r e d i h I y 
dense and oppressive; it is not - easy to . I is ten 
to. But then that is exactly what Miles wanted. 
this was social realism on record . 
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After a spell away from music in the mid to late 
seventies, when he immersed himself in alcohol, 
sex and drugs, and was in no fit state to do 
anything, Miles returned in the eighties with 
records which, although again highlighting his 
w i s h t t) d c v c I o p a n d c h a n g e t h c c o u r s e o f h i s 
music, were by hfs standards pedestrian and 
unexciting (the exceptions perhaps being the 
great live alhum 'We Want Miles' from 1982 and 
19Xo's 'Tutu'). However, his last recording 
proper to he released was Michel Legrand's sound 
!rack for the film 'Dingo', and shows Miles on 
excel lent form. 

Jazz, and music in general would have been 
infinitely poorer and less exciting without 
Miles Davis; his contribution to the development 
of music must never he underestimated. Thus his 
autohiography. published in 1990, is a must for 
anyone a t a I I i n t e r c s t c d i n mu s i c and how i t i s 
created. Now since his death the definitive work 
tl) consult on Miles Davis, it shows us just what 
drove the man and his need to create: 

MUsic has always been like a curse with me 
because I have a I ways driven to pI ay it. It has 
always been the first thing in~ life and it 
still is. lt ccmes before everything ... l've made 
a kind of peace with ~ musical demons .... The 
demons are s t i I I there but now I know that 
they're there and when they want to be fed.
